Accessing the University

Exam Extensions

Olim students/tourists who have been in Israel up to seven years
from the date of Aliyah/arrival in Israel and are writing in Hebrew
are eligible in all degree programs for a 25% extension on exam
time (up to 30 minutes overall per exam) with no penalty for
spelling errors.

To open one,
you will have to present copies of your passport, the acceptance
letter from the university, a copy of the A2 Student VISA, and
copy of your university ID card.

There is no obligation to work with a specific bank, although
most of our students open a bank account at Bank Hapoalim.

Please note: You will need to book an appointment to go into the
bank. It is no longer possible to simply walk in.

Local Safety Tips

Bomb shelters/safe spaces can be found in most buildings and in
public areas, including parks and residential streets, on and off
campus. If you are not near a shelter, the safest place is in the
stairway of a building away from glass doors and windows. If you
are in a car, pull over and lie flat on the sidewalk with your arms
over your head.

When driving, there is no “right on red” in Israel.

Tap water is considered safe to drink, but many people prefer to
use jugs with water filters.

Personal bags are often checked by security personnel upon
entering public buildings (e.g. malls, government offices, hospitals).
Please do not refuse to have your bags checked. This is for
everyone's safety.
